Lift up your vehicle. To release the leaf spring hanger Slide the rear frame section onto the frame and tap
and crossmember, remove the bolts with a 14mm it into place using a hammer. Hold the included plate
socket and the nuts with a 15mm socket. up to the frame to help with the alignment.

Remove the bolts on the top and bottom of the
frame holding the crossmember in place.

Following proper welding procedures, start by
welding the front end of the crossmember into place.

Spray the work area with a weldable primer to help
prevent against rust development.
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To ensure a tight fit, screw the two bolts on the end
in with a 15mm socket before welding the rest of the
frame section into place. This will ensure a tight fit.

Once welded into place, remove the two bolts with a
15mm socket.

Our part features a plate to fit over your frame
section to fit around the bend.

Using a c-clamp to ensure a tight fit, tac weld your
plate onto the frame.

Weld 100% around all edges.

REINSTALL
When reinstalling the bolts on your frame, we
recommend using a punch to help with the
alignment.
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Reinstall your leaf spring hanger using a 14mm
socket for the bolts and a 15mm socket for the nuts.

PAINT
Paint the part with primer or other rust inhibitor to
help prevent or reduce the risk of rust formation.
